The British monarch, Queen Elizabeth II, is the ……. and head of state of the UK and its overseas territories. The monarch, referred to in the abstract as ‘The Crown’, is the source of all legislative and executive …….  Since Henry VIII, the British ,monarch is also Supreme Governor of the Church of England.
The British monarch  is also the Head of the ……, and the head of state in 15 of the other 53 Commonwealth member countries.
The British political system is a ‘constitutional monarchy‘: the supreme power held by the monarch is largely …… and formal, with actual political power exercised by others.
The role of the monarch in the UK
In the United Kingdom, the monarch has the following constitutional ……: the state opening of parliament; the appointment of the prime minister; the approval of parliamentary legislation; the approval of official appointments; the approval of secondary legislation through the ……. council; representational duties as head of state such as paying and receiving state visits to and from other heads of state; receiving the credentials of foreign Ambassadors; and regular confidential ……… with the prime minister.
